The Baptism - Matthew 3

3 In those days John the Baptist came, preaching in the wilderness of Judea 2 and
saying, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come near.” 3 This is he who was
spoken of through the prophet Isaiah:

“A voice of one calling in the wilderness,
'Prepare the way for the Lord,

make straight paths for him.""«
4 John's clothes were made of camel's hair, and he had a leather belt around his
waist. His food was locusts and wild honey. ®> People went out to him from Jerusalem
and all Judea and the whole region of the Jordan. ® Confessing their sins, they were
baptized by him in the Jordan River.

" But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming to where he was
baptizing, he said to them: "You brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the
coming wrath? 8 Produce fruit in keeping with repentance. ® And do not think you can
say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father.’ | tell you that out of these stones
God can raise up children for Abraham. 1 The ax is already at the root of the trees,
and every tree that does not produce good fruit will be cut down and thrown into
the fire.

17| baptize you withe water for repentance. But after me comes one who is more

powerful than |, whose sandals | am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you withu the
Holy Spirit and fire. 2 His winnowing fork is in his hand, and he will clear his
threshing floor, gathering his wheat into the barn and burning up the chaff with
unquenchable fire.”

13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to be baptized by John. 1 But John
tried to deter him, saying, “l need to be baptized by you, and do you come to me?”

15 Jesus replied, “Let it be so now; it is proper for us to do this to fulfill all
righteousness.” Then John consented.

16 As soon as Jesus was baptized, he went up out of the water. At that moment
heaven was opened,and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and
alighting on him. 7 And a voice from heavensaid, “This is my Son, whom | love; with
him | am well pleased.”
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The Self Revelation —John 2: 1-11

2 On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus’ mother was
there, 2and Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. 3 When the
wine was gone, Jesus' mother said to him, “They have no more wine.”

4 "Woman,» why do you involve me?” Jesus replied. “My hour has not yet come.”

> His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.”

® Nearby stood six stone water jars, the kind used by the Jews for ceremonial
washing, each holding from twenty to thirty gallons.»

7 Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water”; so they filled them to the brim.
8 Then he told them, “Now draw some out and take it to the master of the banquet.”

They did so, ® and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had been turned
into wine. He did not realize where it had come from, though the servants who had
drawn the water knew. Then he called the bridegroom aside '° and said, “Everyone
brings out the choice wine first and then the cheaper wine after the guests have had
too much to drink; but you have saved the best till now.”

1" What Jesus did here in Cana of Galilee was the first of the signs through which he
revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in him.

12 After this he went down to Capernaum with his mother and brothers and his
disciples. There they stayed for a few days.
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The Proclamation — Mark 1:14-28

14 After John was put in prison, Jesus went into Galilee, proclaiming the good news of
God. 1 “The time has come,” he said. “The kingdom of God has come near. Repent
and believe the good news!”

16 As Jesus walked beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and his brother Andrew
casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen. 17 “Come, follow me,” Jesus
said, “and | will send you out to fish for people.” 1® At once they left their nets and
followed him.

¥ When he had gone a little farther, he saw James son of Zebedee and his brother
John in a boat, preparing their nets. 2° Without delay he called them, and they left
their father Zebedee in the boat with the hired men and followed him.

21 They went to Capernaum, and when the Sabbath came, Jesus went into the
synagogue and began to teach. 22 The people were amazed at his teaching, because
he taught them as one who had authority, not as the teachers of the law. 2* Just then
a man in their synagogue who was possessed by an impure spirit cried out, 24 “What
do you want with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? | know who
you are—the Holy One of God!”

25 "Be quiet!” said Jesus sternly. “Come out of him!” 26 The impure spirit shook the

man violently and came out of him with a shriek.

27The people were all so amazed that they asked each other, “What is this? A new
teaching—and with authority! He even gives orders to impure spirits and they obey
him.” 28 News about him spread quickly over the whole region of Galilee.



The Transfiguration — Mark 9: 2-13

2 After six days Jesus took Peter, James and John with him and led them up a high
mountain, where they were all alone. There he was transfigured before them. 3 His
clothes became dazzling white,whiter than anyone in the world could bleach
them. 4 And there appeared before them Elijah and Moses, who were talking with
Jesus.

> Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good for us to be here. Let us put up three
shelters—one for you, one for Moses and one for Elijah.” ¢ (He did not know what to
say, they were so frightened.)

"Then a cloud appeared and covered them, and a voice came from the cloud: “This is
my Son, whom | love. Listen to him!”

8 Suddenly, when they looked around, they no longer saw anyone with them except
Jesus.

% As they were coming down the mountain, Jesus gave them orders not to tell
anyone what they had seen until the Son of Man had risen from the dead. 1 They
kept the matter to themselves, discussing what “rising from the dead” meant.

1 And they asked him, “Why do the teachers of the law say that Elijah must come
first?”

12 Jesus replied, “To be sure, Elijah does come first, and restores all things. Why then
is it written that the Son of Man must suffer much and be rejected? '3 But | tell you,
Elijah has come, and they have done to him everything they wished, just as it is
written about him."



Institution of the Eucharist - Luke 22: 7 -30

"Then came the day of Unleavened Bread on which the Passover lamb had to be
sacrificed. ® Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and make preparations for us to
eat the Passover.”

9 "Where do you want us to prepare for it?” they asked.

19 He replied, “"As you enter the city, a man carrying a jar of water will meet you.
Follow him to the house that he enters, " and say to the owner of the house, ‘The
Teacher asks: Where is the guest room, where | may eat the Passover with my
disciples?’ 12 He will show you a large room upstairs, all furnished. Make preparations
there.”

13 They left and found things just as Jesus had told them. So they prepared the
Passover.

4 When the hour came, Jesus and his apostles reclined at the table. '® And he said to
them, “I have eagerly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer. 1 For | tell
you, | will not eat it again until it finds fulfillment in the kingdom of God.”

17 After taking the cup, he gave thanks and said, “Take this and divide it among
you. "8 For I tell you | will not drink again from the fruit of the vine until the kingdom
of God comes.”

19 And he took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This is
my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.”

20|n the same way, after the supper he took the cup, saying, “This cup is the new
covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.= 2! But the hand of him who is
going to betray me is with mine on the table. 22 The Son of Man will go as it has been
decreed. But woe to that man who betrays him!"23 They began to question among
themselves which of them it might be who would do this.

24 A dispute also arose among them as to which of them was considered to be
greatest. 2° Jesus said to them, “The kings of the Gentiles lord it over them; and those
who exercise authority over them call themselves Benefactors. 26 But you are not to
be like that. Instead, the greatest among you should be like the youngest, and the
one who rules like the one who serves. 27 For who is greater, the one who is at the
table or the one who serves? Is it not the one who is at the table? But | am among
you as one who serves. 2 You are those who have stood by me in my trials. 2° And |
confer on you a kingdom, just as my Father conferred one on me, 3% so that you may
eat and drink at my table in my kingdom and sit on thrones, judging the twelve
tribes of Israel.
